DISADVANTAGE BUSINESS ENTERPRISE (DBE)


Disadvantage Business Enterprise (DBE), in accordance with the Department of Transportation (DOT) Regulations 49 CFR, Part 26, shall have the maximum opportunity to participate in the performance of this contract.

DISADVANTAGE BUSINESS ENTERPRISE ("DBE") GOAL ASSIGNMENT

This is a Race Neutral project. NJ TRANSIT requires bidders utilizing Disadvantaged Business Enterprise (DBE) subcontractors/vendors/suppliers to comply with all aspects of NJ TRANSITs DBE Program in the use of DBE's. All NJ Unified Certification Program (NJUCP) certified DBE firms, including suppliers, are eligible to participate in this contract.

NJ TRANSIT's DBE Program is accorded the same priority as compliance with all other legal obligations required by the USDOT. Contractors/Consultants shall comply with the DBE Program requirements in the award and administration of this contract. Failure by the contractor to carry out these requirements shall constitute a breach of the contract, which may result in the termination of the Contract or other such remedy, as NJTRANSIT deems appropriate.

UTILIZATION OF DISADVANTAGED BUSINESS ENTERPRISES
In connection with the performance of this contract, the Contractor shall cooperate with NJ TRANSIT in meeting its commitments and goals with regard to the maximum utilization of disadvantaged business enterprises and will use its best efforts to insure that disadvantaged business enterprises shall have the maximum practicable opportunity to compete for subcontract work under this Contract. The term "disadvantaged business enterprise" means a for-profit small business concern that is owned and controlled by one or more socially and economically disadvantaged persons, as defined by 49 CFR, Part 26. Such disadvantage may arise from cultural, racial, chronic economic circumstances or background, or other similar cause. Such persons would include, but not be limited to: Black Americans (not of Hispanic origin); Hispanic Americans; Native Americans; Asian-Pacific Americans; Subcontinent Asian Americans; and Women, regardless of race or ethnicity.

DBE PROGRAM COMPLIANCE REQUIREMENTS
The Contractor shall refer to NJ TRANSIT's "DBE Requirements for Federally Funded Contracts and Subcontracts," for instructions, guidance, and explanations for DBE program obligations under this Contract. For this Contract, the bidder shall identify all DBE and non- DBE subcontractors, subconsultants, and suppliers proposed to participate in and those solicited for this Contract and shall complete and submit the mandatory DBE Forms A, A 1, A2, and B (if applicable). The apparent bidder must also submit  a  c u r r e n t  D B E  C e r t i f i c a t i o n  P r o f i I e  p r i n t  o u t  f r o m t h e  N J U C P  D B E  B u s i n e s s  D i r e c t o r y  a t  w w w . n j u c p . d b e s y s t e m . c o m fo r a 1 1 p o t e n t i a I D B E s u b c o n t r a c t o r s. Additionally, the apparent bidder shall submit any applicable supplemental forms (AA, AA 1, AA2, BB, and D). All DBE forms and NJUCP DBE Certification Profile print outs shall be submitted by the proposer with their proposal within five (5) calendar days of the bid opening date.




Notwithstanding the date of submission of the mandatory DBE forms, all negotiations between a proposer and any potential DBE subcontractor, subconsultant, or supplier shall be completed prior to the bid opening date. All DBE forms are included in the Contract package.

Failure to submit any and all mandatory DBE documentation within five (5) calendar days shall result in a rejection of a Bid as non-responsible.
