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History, Location and Highlights
Hillside Township is located in the northeastern portion of Union County, and is bordered by Essex County to the north

and east, by Elizabeth to the southeast and Union Township to the southwest. Hillside is traversed by Route 22, a major
travel and commercial arterial. Prior to Hillside’s incorporation in 1913, it was part of Union and Elizabeth. The township
is governed by the Mayor/Council form of local government. Hillside has a seven-member township council and the
mayor is directly elected by the voters. Hillside is part of New Jersey’s Urban Enterprise Zone (UEZ) program, which
offers benefits to participating businesses such as 3.5% reduced sales tax, financial assistance, subsidized unemployment
insurance and tax credit options. Approximately 70 businesses benefit from Hillside’s UEZ program. Evergreen Cemetery
was established in 1853 and is on the National and New Jersey Registers of Historic Places.

Transportation ey

Route 22 is the major arterial running through Hillside,
providing access to the rest of Union County and the
state. Interstate 78 and the Garden State Parkway also
run through the northwest portion of the Township.
Although the Township does not have a train station
within its borders, it is close to the NJ Transit Raritan
Valley Line station in Union and the Northeast Corridor
Line stations in Elizabeth. Hillside is served by NJ Transit
bus lines 26, 59, 65, 66, 99, 113 and 114. Hillside is also
close to Newark Liberty International Airport and the

seaports of Newark and Elizabeth. Approximately

77.8% of working Hillside residents commute via
private automobiles (71.2% drive alone and 6.7%
carpool), 12.7% take public transportation, and
2.7% walk to work. Over half (56.7%) of working
Hillside residents work outside of the county, and
8.6% work outside of the state. The average
commute time is 30.1 minutes.

Housing

The Township of Hillside has approximately 7,658
housing units, of which 95% are occupied (66% by
owner and 34% by renter). 60.9% of Hillside’s
housing units are single-unit, detached, 5.3% are
single-unit attached, 19.4%
structures, and 14.5% are in structures with three

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or more units. Over 75% of housing was built prior
to 1960. The median housing value in Hillside is
$234,200 and the median gross rent is $1,226 per month.
